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Letter from the CISD Superintendent 
 
Dear Christoval Cougar Community,  

 
About this time last year, I was reporting on how the legislative session affected school 
finance. The District has been able to make adjustments and create some conditions 
that are more favorable for our children.  

 
I am happy to announce that the parent and teacher requests for more interactive tech-
nology are being addressed. Two years ago, there were only two interactive ñsmartò 
boards in the entire District. After going through a needs assessment, goal setting by the 
Board, and technology committee meetings, Christoval ISD is proud to announce that it 
has begun its 21st Century Technology Initiative. All classrooms, libraries, and labs have 
interactive technology. Teachers training will occur this spring and summer.  

 
In addition, the Series 2000 bond has been refinanced at a much lower interest rate. 
The refunding issue achieved total present value savings equal to 13.25% of $1,215,000 
refunded amount. Total debt service savings through the life of the refunding issue are 
$228,622. This will allow the District to pay off its bond indebtedness at a lower rate. The 
interest and sinking (I & S) tax rate will be less next year due to the refinancing. This will 
allow the District to pass the savings on to you. In addition, this will keep rates down for 
future bond elections. Facilities will continue to need to be updated, renovated, or con-
structed. The extra values gained from the wind turbine project will help push the I & S 
tax rate down further. This is a positive note considering that CISD is not in a mineral 
rich (or high value) area and is below the bottom quarter in school funding (inequity is-
sue).  

 
Lastly, the greatest assets that have been added to the District are the continued hiring 
of exceptional personnel.  I have observed District-wide a more collegial atmosphere, 
and faculty and staff are geared toward meeting student needs. I want to ensure that we 
always have the best people for our students.  

 
On our website, youôll find the goals that were set by the Board of Trustees for me to 
execute. This spring a ñState of the Districtò was given. The presentation was posted on 
the District web page. 

 
At the last board meeting, a preliminary needs assessment for construction was present-
ed to the Board. This is also available for your viewing at our website.  

 
I am proud of the progress that our students have made. Going into the last month of 
school, there is still a full calendar of events. I look forward to seeing your child compete, 
perform, and do his or her very best!
